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Research shows that hospitalized patients often display subtle—and not-so-subtle—warning
signs six to eight hours before a cardiac arrest. During this time, small problems begin
to arise, such as changes in heart rate, blood pressure, and mental status. However,
hospital personnel do not necessarily notice the symptoms. If they notice a problem,
they often try to address it on their own, rather than bringing their concerns to the
attention of others. One study found that two-thirds of patients exhibited warning signs,
such as an abnormally high or low heart rate, within six hours of a cardiac arrest,
yet nurses and other staff members brought these problems to the attention of a doctor
in only 25% of those situations. In short, staff members wait too long to bring these
small problems to the attention of others. Meanwhile, the patient's health continues to
deteriorate during this window of opportunity
