There’s
nothing worse than having to toss out perfectly good
produce, dairy products, or meat just because it was
stored improperly. So let me tell you how to organize
food inside your refrigerator so it can stay fresh the
longest. The top and middle shelves are warmer than
the bottom shelf. So they are good places for foods
such as sandwich meat, leftovers, and cake. The bottom
shelf is the coolest area in the refrigerator. So it’s
the best place to put foods like yogurt and raw meat.
