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A thing that makes the modern world baffling to
understand is that technical developments have made a new
social psychology necessary. From the dawn of history, the
road to success was victory in competition. The milder
believers in this creed content themselves with inflicting
economic rather than physical death, but the psychology is
much the same. In the modern world owing to increase of
skill, this process is no longer satisfactory. The victors in a
competition do not grow so rich as both parties could by
combination. The half-unconscious appreciation of this fact
produces in intelligent young people an impulse towards
general goodwill, but this impulse is baffled by the mutual
hostility of powerful groups. Goodwill in general - vyes,
goodwill in particular - no. This conflict between the general
and the particular seems to make it impossible to
